The “SWX3220-16MT” standard L3 switch continues on with the features of the SWX3200 Series,
while featuring high-speed LAN ports with speeds of more than 1 Gbps. In addition to the models that
offer the previous type of LAN ports, this series also includes models with SFP+ ports, allowing you to
select the model that meets your capacity distance and quantity requirements. This product can be
used as a core switch or as a distribution switch for medium-sized networks.

4.2. Connecting to a network device or computer
Using LAN cables, connect the LAN port of the network device or computer to the LAN ports of this
product.

For the attachment procedure, refer to “Installing an SFP module”.

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5.1. Making settings from the command line using the CONSOLE

5.1.1. Preparing a console cable

Connect the computer to the CONSOLE port of this product using a USB cable or an RJ-45/DB-9
console cable.
For the USB cable connected to the mini-USB CONSOLE port, use a USB cable that is equipped with a
USB Type A connector and a mini-USB Type B (5-pin) connector, which supports data communication.
Charge-only cables cannot be used.

5.1.2. Installing the USB serial driver

To use the mini-USB CONSOLE port, the USB serial driver must first be installed.

If the computer is connected to both the RJ-45 CONSOLE port and the mini-USB CONSOLE port, only
terminal software that uses the mini-USB CONSOLE port can be used to make settings. The messages
that are output from this product are output to both CONSOLE ports.

5.1.4. Logging in from a computer connected to the CONSOLE port

1. Using a console cable, connect this product to the computer.
